THE NATIONAL COUNCIL OF THE JUDICIARY

of 18 November 2004 

concerning interpretation of §3 of the Set of professional ethical rules for judges (Resolution No 16/2003 of the National Council of the Judiciary of 19 February 2003).


Judges should reasonably and carefully support the persons participating in the proceedings of a competition nature not to allow creating an impression that they take advantage of their position to influence the result of the proceedings. 

Sending letters of recommendation by the presidents of courts concerning judges’ children, who failed to obtain enough points at the entrance exams to university recruitment appeal commissions should be deemed reprehensible.
